[bookmark: _GoBack]ICES advises that new data (landings and surveys) available for sea trout in the Baltic Sea do not change the perception of the stock status and that the advice for this stock given in 2017 (for 2018 and 2019) is still valid for 2020 and 2021. ICES advises that when the precautionary approach is applied, commercial and recreational fisheries in the Gulf of Bothnia (subdivisions 30 and 31) should be reduced to safeguard the remaining wild sea trout populations in the region, both locally and on their migration routes. Commercial and recreational fishing should also be reduced in the eastern part of subdivision 26 and in the southern parts of subdivisions 22 and 24, in order to protect weak wild populations in these areas. Existing fishing restrictions in other Baltic Sea areas (subdivisions 25, 27–29, and 32) should be maintained.
